The BSNL Executives’ Association (India) represented by Com.G.N.Hariharan Nair, Circle Secretary, Com.N.A.Abraham, Asst.Circle Secretary, Com K.P.Ramesh, Circle Executive Committee Member, TV and Com.Sivaprasad P.Pillai, District Treasurer TV held detailed discussions with Shri.D.Thamizhmani, DGM (Admn.), O/o CGMT, Kerala Telecom Circle on 21-06-2002 on matters of concern for our members. The major items taken up during the meeting were: -

1. Filling up of vacant JAG posts in the Circle by promoting Adhoc.DEs:

DGM(Admn.) agreed to expedite the process and fill up all vacant JAG posts without any further delay. The orders are expected soon.

2. Conduct of DPC for all 1973 (JTO) rectts for filling up STS posts on officiating basis as and when they occur instead of keeping a large number of posts unfilled for a long period of time. Assn. representatives pointed out that guidelines for officiating promotion is one DPC for one year. The DGM (Admn.) appreciated the suggestion and promised that appropriate action would be initiated for the same. The Assn representatives pointed out that such a process may be continued on a routine basis in future so that all posts including retirement vacancies are filled up as and when they arise. Assn also promised to extend assistance in collecting CR sheets of Officers in case of difficulties experienced by the Admn.

3. The Assn. pointed out the great delay caused in submitting the justification for STS posts on added assets for the year period ended on 31st March 2001 (2000-2001).  The leaders requested the Admn. to expedite the process for the posts on added assets for the period ended on 31st March 2002.The DGM (Admn.) informed us that action was already in progress and assured us that there would be no delay this time. The Assn. Also highlighted the recent order No.14-3/2002-TE.I dated: 20th June 2002 from the BSNL corporate office accepting our demand in this regard requiring the Circles to submit the proposals twice in a year.

The meeting ended on a cordial note with Administration and Association looking forward to a period of mutual co-operation and warmth.
