  TESA IS NO MORE  

       By the formation of the All India BSNL Executives Association and Basu getting himself elected as its GS on 6-2-02 the last nail has already been driven on the coffin of TESA, which so many comrades still hold close to their hearts. If this is not enough, there is more. In his letter addressed to Shri, Shyamal Gosh on 02-05- 2002 Basu states, “there cannot be existence of any Association representing a particular group of officers belonging to a particular discipline. In fact, the officers of all disciplines will have to be in a single common Association of Executives in the PSUs.” When we said the same thing a few months in advance, it was interpreted by the same people as a sacrilege deserving nothing less than capital punishment. We were described as traitors and deserters who were bent upon splitting the Assn. Why do you insist for different yardsticks when one and the same case is applied to yourself and others, dear Basu?  The general membership is conveniently kept in the dark about these and several other gongs-on behind the curtain. They are still unaware of the great treachery committed to the Assn. for which they have spilt a large amount of sweat. They have been caught napping and quite rightly feel betrayed by the very men they had entrusted the Assn with.  And now whither thou goest is the only question left to be answered by them.

TESA ON THE VERGE OF DERECOGNITION?
         The men who boast that it is only they who have the recognition and deliriously run around demanding that no one else be considered for recognition or negotiation seem to be miserably on the back foot and even in tears if the tone and tenor of Basu’s letter no. TESA/CHQ/CTO dated, 02-05-2002 addressed to Shri, Shyamal Gosh, Chairman Telecom Commission is an indicator. He apologizes and appeals, craves and implores that the All India Conference could not be held “since the absorption of the officers in the MTNL and BSNL appeared to be imminent. Our Assn. did not go for the All India Conference since it would have cost it more than twenty lakhs of rupees to have an assembly without any fruitful purpose.” He must be planning to feed the delegates this time with gold for reaching a figure of 20 lakhs for the AIC. Similarly he has the audacity to write to the Chairman Telecom Commission that a conference like the AIC is an assembly without any fruitful purpose.  The respect and esteem in which he holds the supreme body of the Association! The great democrat and his disciples, who cry foul on anything and everything saying that democracy has been violated, is carrying forward the torch of democracy unextinguished by treating the All India Conference as an  “ assembly without any fruitful purpose.” Let us stand up and applaud the great champion of democracy and his disciples. But all this has been done under cover and with a certainty that this would never see the light of the day.
